REACH is not intended to cause a large expansion  of 
animal testing in order to meet the registration 
requirements. If industrial chemicals were all tested as 
estrogen disrupting chemicals using a $300,000 
reproductive test, fewer than 6% of the chemicals would 
be positive in the test.  

Identifying those chemicals not likely to be reproductive 
hazards can be accomplished without testing.

The field of science needed is called quantitative 
structure-activity relationships (QSAR), which has been 
used for more than 50 years.  One of the leading 
applications of QSAR science is called the Category 
Approach, which groups similar chemicals and estimates 
missing data from existing test data.  

The OECD member countries have adopted guidance for 
using the Category Approach.
